At some facilities additional costs may apply for the transport of 
sports equipment and dogs (only with secure muzzle). The various 
operators have individual prices and regulations.

It is valid for seven 
days and provides access to many attractions. The validity period 
starts when scanned for the first time. Holidaymakers can travel to 
lofty heights on the Rofan and Karwendel cable cars as often as they 
like, cruise on Tirol’s largest lake with the three steam boats of the 
Lake Achensee shipping company, take a nostalgic trip from Jenbach 
to Maurach on Europe’s oldest steam cog railway, or take a trip 
through time at the Lake Achensee Museum World in Maurach, the 
Vitalberg Tirolean Shale Oil museum in Pertisau, the Sixenhof local 
history museum in Achenkirch, the Notburga museum in Maurach, or 
at the Swarovski Crystal Worlds exhibition in Wattens.
